Install Bathroom Cabinet

Prepare Wall

o Install the water inlet pipe and drain pipe according to
the washbasin dimension. The water pipe connection must
extend at least 76 mm beyond the wall.

* Make sure that the finished wall is horizontal and
straight in the vertical direction, and ensure that the
ground perpendicular to the wall is level.

Note: Before installation, please make sure that the
position of the wall cabinet needs to be fixed, whether it is
solid concrete brick or is not suitable for fixing the
cabinet; In the case of using hollow bricks on the wall,
please confirm that the treated wall can solve the prob-
lem, so that the expansion bolts can be firmly fixed on the
base wall.

Install Cabinet

Notes Before Installation: Please make sure that all
moving parts, drawers, etc. are removed from the cabinet.
Please refer to the "Drawer Disassembly, Installation and
Adjustment” in this document.

1. Fix the selected aluminum alloy support feet in 200mm
height on the bottom board with screws. Place the cabinet
on the wall and check whether the cabinet is level. Make
the cabinet level by adjusting the feet.

After the installation of support feet and
when overturning the cabinet body, four feet must touch
the ground at the same time to prevent uneven stress.

B. Undercounter Basin

It is the best
environment for configuring bathroom cabinet.

e The toilet is not seperating dry space from moist space:
The bathroom cabinet is likely to be splashed or damp,
and the base material of the cabinet body may become
moldy and swell, which will affect the service life.

Daily Usage Considerations:

a. Keep the air circulation in the toilet and dry the fol or.
b. Do not allow water to splash on the cabinet body. If you
accidentally get water, wipe it with a dry cloth in time to
keep the cabinet dry and clean.

Cleaning and Maintenance

¢ Do not allow children to climb on the bathroom cabinet
or bear heavy pressure to prevent danger or damage.

¢ Do not rinse with water or be splashe. when it is not in
use. If there is water, please wipe it dry with a dry cloth in
time (including the condensed water after bathing).

e Clean and wipe regularly with a soft cloth.

o If the marble countertop is scratched, you can apply
toothpaste and wipe it with a cloth. Hardware accessories
such as faucets and handles will appear water stains after
a period of time, you can clean them with mild detergent
or soap.

e The electrical connection of lighting lamps and other
electrical appliances should be insulated and mois-
ture-proof; the mirror surface is best to be wiped with
deerskin frequently to ensure the consistent quality of use.
e Please keep the bathroom well ventilated, and separate
dry and wet if possible, try to keep the bathroom air
unobstructed, and windows and doors open.
